It’s taken from Matthew 

chapter 25, and the following chapter goes on to the last days of Jesus life – Passion – Death – Resurrection.  As Matthew 

looks back some decades after these events, the significance of some stories/parables Jesus told fall into place.  As 

hospitality was seen as the number one value or virtue in the O.T. even to the strangers, Matthew teases his listeners with 

the idea that like all invitations we are free to say “yes” or “No”.  Those who did not or may not have had enough oil are 

like those who leave answering the invitation until the last moment and then some distraction arrives – maybe a good 

reason – so they do not attend the wedding feast.  We are all invited, are we ready to say “yes” to Jesus our Saviour?
